


FITTING THE WALL PROFILES, When looking outward
from inside of the enclosure, the left wall profile is identified by
the green screw which should face the inside of the enclosure and
be nearest to the top. Similarly the right wall frame is the one with
the red screw which should face the inside of the enclosure
and be nearest to the top. (See below Fig.2)

Top of Door Red screw = Right Profile

Facing to inside of enclosure

Green screw = Left Profile

adjustment screw
which may be
required in stage
9 of these instructions

Each wall profile is screwed to the wall with 4 No8x30 screws
and wall plugs (provided). Position one wall profile on tray
15 from front face of tray (see Fig.3) and using a spirit level
ensure it is vertical (not leaning backwards or forwards in the
opening). Mark the position of the 4 holes on the wall
through the wall profile. Remove wall profile and drill holes
in wall using 7mm masonry drill bit.

Insert wall plugs provided (or fixings
to suit the construction of your walls)
screw wall profile into position. Then repeat process for
the other wall profile. Use spirit level to check the wall
profiles are vertical. If not, adjust using the lateral
adjustment screws: (see “Guide to Adjustments” in
stage 8 further in these instructions to identify the
lateral adjustment screws)

Check these caps are firmly in place
before installing wall profiles as they
ensure the fixing (adjustment) brackets
are (up) in the correct position. They
may be removed if and when adjustment
( is necessary after fitting wall
profiles or at stage 14 of these instructions.
in to out)

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Fit the corner bracket by sliding it onto the outer bottom corner
of the large side panel (Fig. 7) until the edge of the corner seal
lines up with the bracket as shown below in Fig.8. Tighten grub
screw on the inside face with the 3mm allen key supplied.

Corner seal must line
up on bracket as shown
so front glass panel can
slide into the bracket
and seal.

4.2 Insert large side panel into wall
profile glass clamps (see Fig.9)
with the soft seal onto the tray and
the fitted corner bracket to the front.
Move the panel in or out until the
corner bracket is spaced equal
distance from the front edge of the
tray as it is from the side face of the
tray. Ensure the panel is vertical then
fully tighten the 3 glass clamps screws
using 2.5mm allen key supplied (see
Fig 19). If after adjusting for vertical, the
corner bracket is not seated firmly on the
tray, loosen grub screws and tap the bracket
down onto the tray (caution - do not
exceed 5mm adjustment on this
bracket) Pack between bracket and
tray if you require more adjustment.
Repeat for right side return panel.

PREPARING THE RAILS, The bottom rail has nylon height
adjustment screws pre-fitted. These are the black nylon hexagonal
headed screws that may be adjusted, if necessary, later on to
ensure the rail is fully supported onto the tray.

Only remove these 2 screws
at end of each rail

Remove the m4-csk screws from the
inside face of both rails at the ends
(2 screws at each end ) this is where
the glass will be clamped see Fig.10
and keep these ready for use later on. Fig. 10

The side panels can be fitted either side. Take note of stage 4
and ensure you install with the corner gaskets facing the
correct direction to allow fixed front glass panels to be fitted.

FITTING GLASS PANELS,
4.1 On the large glass side panel
there is a corner seal into which
one of the door side panels will
be inserted to form the corner.
Using the detail in Figs. 5 & 6
determine the bottom of the
large side panel and fit the
bottom seal as shown.

This is the bottom seal
This is the seal for the
bottom of the side panel.
The soft edge must be to
the inside of the enclosure
and be set 30mm from the
corner when fitting gasket.

Guide to adjustments
shown on inner face of wall profile

The unit is designed to
enable 3 dimensional
adjustment during installation
without removing any part of
the unit already installed. The
diagram here illustrates the
adjustments possible and their
location.
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1. Upper Glass Clamp
2. Middle Glass Clamp
3. Lower Glass Clamp
4. Height Adjuster (up & down)
5. Top Lateral Adjuster (in & out)
6. Lower Lateral Adjuster (in & out)

Step B:
Slide the panel that will form
the corner into the corner gasket
ensuring glass is flush with top
of gasket and press this into
the gasket over full height and
into bottom corner bracket.

Step A:
Lay bottom rail onto tray
approximately in the centre
and 15mm back from vertical
flat front face of tray.

Step C:
Push panel down into the
recess in the bottom rail.
Make sure glass is pushed
up to and touching the clear
plastic part in the bottom rail.
The bottom seal must rest on
the tray with the soft flange
facing inwards.

Step D:
Now replace the m4 csk screws
removed earlier in stage 5
(see Fig.10) of these instructions,
into the end as shown here and
tighten using 2.5mm allen key
(supplied) to clamp glass in rail.

Wet the seals and the glass edges with water to make
insertion easier

Step E:
Now fit the top corner bracket
over the top corner and press
down ensuring glass is fully
inserted. Then fit the panel that
will be inserted into the wall
profile on the overlap side of door.
Slide this panel into the wall
profile glass clamps and then
down into bottom rail as before.
Also ensure the glass is pushed up
against the clear plastic part. Then
replace m4 csk screw(s) as per
Step D previously.

Step F:
Now position the top rail onto
the two glass panels ensuring
the glass is fully inserted into
the rail. Push each glass panel
against the clear plastic part
as before. Insert the remaining
m4 csk screws into the holes at
each end of the rail and tighten.

If the height adjustment in
stage 9 of these instructions,
creates a gap under the bottom
rail - this is the spanner
(supplied) that you will use
to adjust “rail support screws”
downwards until they seat onto the
tray for the rail to be fully supported
on the tray.

The top rail does not have the
height adjustment screws.

These are the black
nylon hex. head screws
which may require to be
adjusted down onto tray
later on.

Now ensure all grub screws
in corner castings are fully
tightened.

The two glass panels and the top and bottom rails now form
a rigid unit that can be moved to the left or right. Ensure the
unit is correctly positioned so that the gap between the outside
edge of the bottom corner castings is equal distance from the front
and sides of the tray.

Slide glass panels and top and
bottom rails as required to
position unit correctly.

PREPARING THE FRONT GLASS PANELS: In the pack there
are two short gaskets and two longer gaskets. Use the shorter pair
of gaskets for this door. The fixed panels will each form a corner
with the large side return panel. Fit the gaskets to the bottom of
the fixed panels and set the gaskets 38mm from
the glass edges that will fit
into the corner gaskets as
shown in Fig. 12.
