Safety Standards. Care should be exercised when handling the glass to avoid knocking or
bumping the glass, particularly the edges and corners of the glass as this could cause the
glass to shatter into small fragments. It is essential to protect the glass by resting it on a soft
protective surface during installation such as cardboard or carpeting.

7 Before starting the installation, check you have selected the
correct door for the configuration you require. Doors are
available in both left and right options. The side panel is
common and fits both a left and right hand hinged door on
either side.

IMPORTANT: When installing any of these configurations it is
essential that you position both wall profiles 15mm from the
flat face of the tray.

3 FITTING THE WALL FRAMES, When looking outward from
inside of the enclosure, the left wall frame is identified by the
green screw which should face the inside of the enclosure and be
nearest to the top. Similarly the right wall frame is the one with
the red screw which should face the inside of the enclosure
and be nearest to the top. (See below Fig.3)

4 FITTING GLASS PANELS,

4.1 On the large glass side panel
there is a corner seal into which A
one of the door side panels will o =
be inserted to form the corner.

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4.3 The gaskets already fitted to the narrow glass panels are
to suit a door only application. Remove the gasket next to
the corner and replace with the shorter gasket supplied.

4.4 Determine whether your configuration has the hinges or
the handle adjacent to the large side panel you have just fitted
(see Fig.12) insert either the hinge or handle side narrow glass
panel, that is to be furthest from the corner, into the second
wall profile glass clamps then gently lower the panel until the
soft seal is resting on the tray. Gently tighten the glass clamp
screws, just taking up the slack, do not tighten at this stage.

4.5 Before you insert the remaining narrow glass panel into
the corner seal, wet the sides and edges of the glass that are to
be inserted into the seal with a wet cloth, this will make it
easier to insert. Slide the narrow panel into the top of corner
gasket lining up the top edge with the top of the side panel
and then push into the clear corner gasket over the full height,
and into the bottom corner bracket. Fit the top corner bracket
and tighten the allen key grub screw on the side panel only.
Do not tighten the grub screw to the narrow glass panel you
have just fitted yet.

5 FITTING HEAD AND BOTTOM RAILS, The bottom rail is
the one with the nylon rail support screws fitted to the
underside (see Fig.13)

Further on in this stage of the installation the
enclosure will been levelled on the tray if
necessary. If the bottom rail is not seated

firmly on the tray, these are the screws you

will turn out with the plastic spanner (supplied),
until they rest on the tray surface so the bottom
rail is fully supported on the tray.

this stage requires two persons to lift the door into position.
Carefully lift the door from the protective packaging and
lift it into position so that the hinge spindles are directly
aligned to the hinge holes. Gently lower into position taking
care to guide the spindles into the holes. DO NOT BUMP
GLASS WHEN FITTING - THE EDGES AND CORNERS
ARE THE MOST VULNERABLE AND CHIPPING THESE
COULD CAUSE THE SAFETY GLASS TO FRAGMENT.

If the opening was correctly set in stage 5, Fig. 16, the gap
on the handle side and underside of the door will be:

FITTING THE WALL PROFILE COVERS Care should be
used when handling these covers, before they are fitted to the
wall profiles.
Ensure nylon butterfly brackets are correctly spaced by
sliding the top one as far up as it will easily go and the lower
one as far down as it will easily go. The other two should be
spaced equally between the top and bottom. Engage the back
edge of the wall profile cover over all four butterfly brackets
and then swivel the cover around to engage over the front of
the wall profile and clip into position. NOTE The “flatter”
edge of the covers are towards the glass and the tighter rolled
edge engages the butterfly brackets.
