IMPORTANT SAFETY NOTICE

The glass supplied with this enclosure is toughened safety glass in accordance with British
Safety Standards. Care should be exercised when handling the glass to avoid knocking or
bumping the glass, particularly the edges and corners of the glass as this could cause the
glass to shatter into small fragments. It is essential to protect the glass by resting it on a soft
protective surface during installation such as cardboard or carpeting.

For
a Peninsula installation the wall frames are not required, they
may be discarded. See Fig 2 for details.

2 Before starting the installation, check you have selected the
correct door for the configuration you require. Doors are
available in both left and right options. The side panel is
common and fits both a left and right hand hinged door on
either side.

IMPORTANT: When installing any of these configurations it is

essential that you position both wall profiles 15mm from the
flat face of the tray.

3 BEFORE INSTALLING WALL PROFILES: Because it will be
difficult to access after the door is installed, it is necessary to
clip on the OUTSIDE wall profile covers BEFORE installing the
wall profiles. Carefully remove two wall profile covers from the
protective packing but DO NOT remove the protective film from
the surface of the covers at this time. Clip on the covers to the
faces of the wall profiles that will be on the outside of the unit as
per the illustration in Fig. 3 and Fig. 4. EXERCISE CARE
WHEN HANDLING THESE COVERS TO AVOID DAMAGE.

4 FITTING THE WALL PROFILES, When looking outward
from inside of the enclosure, the left wall frame is identified by
the green screw which should face the inside of the enclosure and
be nearest to the top. Similarly the right wall frame is the one
with the red screw which should face the inside of the enclosure
and be nearest to the top. (See Fig.5)

The panel wall profiles are screwed to the
wall with 4 No8x30 screws and wall plugs
(provided). Position the wall profiles on the
tray 15mm from the vertical faces of tray each
side (see Fig. 6) and using a spirit level ensure
they are vertical (not leaning backwards or
forwards in the opening). Mark position of the
4 holes on the wall through each wall profile. |
Remove wall profiles and drill holes in wall
using 7mm masonry drill bit. Insert wall plugs
provided (or fixings to suit the construction
of your walls) then screw the wall profiles

into position.

5.2 Insert large side panels into wall
profile glass clamps (see Fig.10)
with the soft seals onto the tray and
the fitted corner brackets to the front.
Move the panels in or out until the
corner brackets are spaced an equal
distance from the front edge of the
tray as from the side faces of the
tray. Do not pull glass out of wall
profiles beyond the line markings on
the top and bottom of the glass, see
Fig. 18 as this will prevent the glass
clamps from fully gripping the glass.
Ensure the panels are vertical then
fully tighten the 6 glass clamp screws

using the 2.5mm allen key supplied see
Fig 17. If after adjusting for vertical, either

corner bracket is not seated firmly on

The design makes it impossible to
break the glass by over tightening
because the screw heads will tighten
against the wall profiles first. So do
ensure these are fully tight.

5.3 The gaskets already fitted to
the narrow glass panels are

to suit a door only application.
Remove these gaskets and replace
with the shorter gaskets supplied.
Fit these gaskets 70mm from those
edges of the panels that will be
adjacent to the door. See Fig 11.

5.4 Determine whether your configuration has the hinges or

the handle adjacent to the large left side panel (see Fig.12)

insert either the hinge, or handle, narrow glass panel

(depending on your configuration) into the corner seal and

bottom corner bracket as described in paragraph 5.5 and repeat

for the remaining narrow glass panel on the right side corner.

TIP Wet the seal and glass edge with

a water soaked

cloth to make it easier to insert the glass fully.

5.5 Before you insert the narrow glass panels into the corner
seals be sure to wet the sides and edges of the glass that are to
be inserted into the seals with a wet cloth, this will make it
easier to insert. Slide the narrow panels into the top of the
corner gaskets, lining up the top edges of the glass with the top
of the side panels and then push into the corner gaskets over
the full height, and into the bottom corner brackets. Fit the top
corner brackets and tighten the allen key grub screws on the
side panels only. Do not tighten the grub screws to the narrow
glass panels at this time.

6 FITTING HEAD AND BOTTOM RAILS, The bottom rail is

the one with the nylon rail support screws fitted to the
underside (see Fig.13)

Further on in this stage of the installation the
enclosure will been levelled on the tray if
necessary. If the bottom rail is not seated

firmly on the tray, these are the screws you

will turn out with the plastic spanner (supplied),
until they rest on the tray surface so the bottom
rail is fully supported on the tray.

Remove clamp plates from the ends of the bottom rail Fig.14
and fit rail to the fixed glass panels at the .
bottom, re-fit the clamps at each end with Fig.14
the screw passing through the glass hole.
Similarly fit the top rail in position.

IMPORTANT:

To ensure the door opening is the correct
width, line up the head and bottom rail
clamps with the vertical and horizontal edges of both the fixed
glass panels, moving the panels in the wall profiles if necessary.
Ensure fixed glass panels are both vertical and the door
opening is central then fully tighten all four rail clamps.

Ensure that both fixed panels are vertical and head and bottom
rails are parallel.
